MUST is an auxiliary verb. HAVE TO is not an auxiliary verb.

Use MUST/MUSTN'T in negatives/questions.|| Use DO/DID in negatives and questions.

@ We don't-must arrive early. €D He hadn't—o wear a uniform.
@ We mustn't arrive early. @ He didn't have to wear a uniform.

MUST has no past or future forms. Use HAD TO to talk about the past and
Use HAD TO and WILL HAVE TO. WILL HAVE TO to talk about the future.

€ 1 witt-must speak to her fomorrow. @ 1 will have to speak to her tomorrow.
